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( 2; he Junior Auxiliary of Gulfport is a non-profit 501(c)(3) charitable organization

benefiting children and their families. We believe that caring for a child today makes

an important difference, not only at that moment in a child’s life, but for their future. For

the past 63 years, we have been striving to improve and enrich the lives of local children,
particularly the underprivileged and neglected.

During the past year, our programs have helped almost 12,000 children and their families
in Gulfport, Long Beach, Pass Christian, and western Harrison County. Our volunteers
have donated over 2,300 hours of hands-on service to our community, working wherever
the needs are greatest. We have brought food, clothing, medical care, arts, enrichment, and
educational programs to children in 32 area schools as well as local children’s shelters,
community centers, and social service agencies.

Last year, the Junior Auxiliary of Gulfport made a difference in the lives of our gulf coast
children and their families in numerous, compelling ways: presenting our national, award-
winning SMILE dental awareness program to over 1,600 students ... assisting the New
York Fire Department by distributing donated toys to over 1,400 children ... providing
meals and snacks during weekend hours for underpriviledged children through Backpack
Blessings ... and teaching teens the importance of health and safety issues affecting
teenagers today. These are just a few of the many meaningful services and programs that
we believe aided the children of our community in their journey to a brighter future.

We invite you to take a look at this brief overview regarding our organization’s extensive
service projects, and hope that you will join us in supporting our efforts for the children.

“CARE TODAY - CHARACTER TOMORROW”
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gﬁe General Welfare/Special Projects Program is considered the “heart and
soul” of the Junior Auxiliary of Gulfport. Nearly half of our annual operating
budget is dedicated to the general welfare of children in need. In 2010-2011,
approximately 573 children and their families received assistance through the General
Welfare Program.

Through this, we provide clothing, food, and medical care free of charge to our
community’s children in need. Junior Auxiliary volunteers work closely with over 30
schools in our service area, as well as agencies such as the Harrison County Family
Court Shelter, the Center for the Prevention of Child Abuse, Gulf Coast Mental Health,
and the Department of Human Services. General Welfare enables us to reach out to
children and families who have often fallen through the cracks of our social services
system and have no other hope for assistance.

Backpack Blessings Provides nutritious meals and snacks during weekend hours for
underprivileged children in our service area.

Building Blocks A General Welfare program that allows our members to provide
support to area families in need of rebuilding their homes, parks and communities.

Clothes Closet The General Welfare program also includes a “Clothes Closet”
stocked with clothing, shoes, coats, and undergarments, which is available at all
times. Children attending school without adequate garments can be referred by school
personnel. New clothing is provided to the child within 24 hours.

Hearts Without a Home In our “Hearts Without a Home” program, we work with the
Harrison County Family Court Shelter. The Shelter serves as the temporary home for
children between the ages of 2 days and 18 years, who have been removed from their
families due to abuse, neglect, or endangerment. Our members can be seen painting
murals on the walls, comforting the children, and providing games and activities to
help them get through the days.

Medical Care The General Welfare program is able to provide medical, dental, and
optical care through a network of local providers who work with Junior Auxiliary.
Basic care, including prescription drugs, can usually be provided free of charge to
uninsured children.

Special Projects The Special Projects aspect of our chapter allows us to address
the acute needs of children and families that fall outside of the traditional areas of
assistance. These needs vary greatly, but frequently address issues of health, safety,
education, and livelihood.



n addition to working to assist underprivileged children through the General
Welfare/Special Projects program, Junior Auxiliary of Gulfport dedicates the
balance of our funds to improving the lives of all children in our community through a
variety of educational, artistic, and cultural enrichment offerings, as well as health and
safety projects. In 2011-2012 these projects include:
